Jte had the nespect of the
Lawyers he worked for, both for his fianesty, dedication and the integrity fe exencised assist-
ing communications between Lawyens and Clients. Fe and his boriginal co-wonker cawied
the office for eight months in 1979-80.
(s a young man Lance mastered the art of boxing. He was a well nespected Golden Gloves
man. These skills fie passed on to many of his Bin.

Lance boved music — particubarty Stim Dusty — he was adept at both guitar and accordion.
Lance was a confinmed membex of the Lutheran Chuwrch in Port Augusta. Lance was a
unique individual. e had an astute mind. FHe was a membex of various (Lberiginal
Committees in Pont Qugusta. His talent for intenpreting the status of (beriginal peaple was
highty valued. ﬂeﬂadagxeatoenoeaf(ﬁmwwtand[un—mmu/afﬁio pranks will go
down in histony.

JU kealth put him in a wheelchair, nevertheless fie fiad a philosophical attitude to fis
Condition. Jte enrobled in TAFE. He purchased a computer and bombarded
Faliticians, Mining Companies and othens with his knowledge and his intenpuetations of
thein shortcamings . Lance had a strang sense of Udnyamathahna feritage and culbture. Jte
protested strongly against the Beverly Mines. Jis fight was te honoun the proud and nich
tradition of a valuable legacy which was passed down. Let us est assuned that his fight-
ing spinit fias netunned from whence it came. Lance was finst and foremast a family man, he
deanty toved and was proud of his children. We mowrn his passing but also celebrate his
Lance is suwived by his mother Dally, sister Renee, Buothers Unthony and Dennis.
